For over two decades, Joshua Bell has enchanted 
audiences worldwide with his breathtaking virtuosity and 

tone of rare beauty. He came to national attention at 
the age of 14 in a highly acclaimed orchestral debut with 

Riccardo Muti and the Philadelphia Orchestra. A Carnegie 
Hall debut, the prestigious Avery Fisher Career Grant, and 
a recording contract further confirmed his presence as a 
“classical music superstar.” Named by Musical America as 

the 2010 Instrumentalist of the Year, and Classical Artist of 
the Year by Billboard, Bell’s prodigal talent has produced 

over 35 recordings, earned Grammy nominations, received 
countless accolades from press and peers alike. “Joshua 
Bell plays like a god,” said John Corigliano, accepting the 
Oscar for best film score, for The Red Violin, which was 
performed by Joshua Bell. This concert precedes Bell’s 
single 2011 Carnegie Hall performance by 2 days, and
